4. Biblical route. The flock gathers in cells small enough for 
edifying interaction and, normally less often, as a united body. 
New cells are often hosted by seekers or new believers (Acts 10

and 16:14-15, 40 and Luke 19:1-9, etc.). Most members remain 
active; evangelism happens easily in the small cells, for more growth. 
New leaders mentored by more mature ones.


3. Lazy default route. With growth� the ratio of active members decreases.� Tradition demands class-room type meetings� and an ever-larger audience.

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1. New or small church: Members� easily interact and serve in ministry. �Small groups form readily.
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
